Do NOT include your name or other personally identifiable information within the text of the essay.  Please place ONLY your contact phone number on the essay page(s) to allow for matching to your contact number above after the blinded essay review.  

The essay should be formatted to be read in Word Document format, Rich Text Format, or Acrobat (pdf) file format.  The essay and application must be submitted by email attachment sent to nvshpinfo@gmail.com with a copy to carynbing@yahoo.com before the class-year specific deadline indicated on the next page.

All essays will become the property of NVSHP, and may be published in the NVSHP newsletter, on the NVSHP web site, and/or shared in other public forums.  Essays will be reviewed by the 2011 Awards Committee, and the recommended winning essays for each of the three class groups will be presented to the NVSHP Board of Directors.   

The winners will be announced at the 2011 NVSHP Annual Meeting in Reno NV. Attendance is optional.
